October Monthly Project
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This month we will be studying geology, which is the study of earth’s structure. For this month’s monthly project, you will create a book to give information about each layer of the earth’s structure.

Research each layer of the earth’s structure so that you have what you need to create your book.  Make sure you are using a reliable source and you understand what you are reading.  

When you research, you need to find out:
· Thickness of each layer
· Location of each layer
· Description of each layer
· 2 interesting facts about each layer

Once you have gathered the information you need about each layer, you will make a book. Follow the directions below to create your book.

1. Take 5 pieces of construction paper (or printer paper). You will use one piece of paper for each layer and one piece of paper for the cover of your book.

2. On the cover, draw, label, and color a picture of the layers of the earth’s structure (see example we made in class to help). 

3. Make a page in your book for each layer of the earth’s structure. Be sure to include each fact you researched.

On each page include the following:
· A picture of the earth’s layers, with just that page’s layer colored
· Thickness of each layer
· Location of each layer
· Description of each layer
· 2 interesting facts about each layer

4. Once each page is completed, organize your book into the correct order. 
· The cover should be on top 
· Each layer page should be in the correct order starting with the layer closest to the earth’s surface and ending with the layer the farthest from the earth’s surface.

5. Staple your pages just like book along the left side. 

Use the rubric attached to make sure you’ve included all the information you were supposed to. Make sure your work is neat and colorful!
